MANTADOR GIRL MURDERED

The day long search came to an end here at 4:20 PM. , Tuesday, when the partially nude

body of Rosemary Mertes was found by Anton Mersch, John Pellman and Helmuth Leske, as they

were making a final check of abandoned buildings in the area. The body was lying in a thi-

cket just 20 yards from the road leading to the farm yard. The farm is owned by Mrs. Anna

Mauch and was last occupied by the Erbie Bemdt family. According to authorities the body

which is visible in the center of the picture above, apparently had been carried to the

thicket.
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(Picture shown) Sheriff Lainbert "Johnson and States'Attomey Norton Hatlie are shown

here as they measured the imprint in the snow where the body of Rosemary Mertes lay. The

body laid in such a position that' the outline of the head is clearly visible at the upper

(Picture shown) Rosemary Mertes was last seen alive as she came through this door at

about midnight Monday evening, the basement way door at lower left in the picture. This is

the Mantador Town Hall where a two lane bowling alley is located in the basement. People

said Rosemary usually went home through the alley, visible at the right of this building.

Requiem High Mass will be conducted in St. Peter and Paul's Church at Mantador Satur-

day morning at 10 o'clock when the community will pay their last respect to Rosemary Mertes,

14, of Mantador, who met death by strangulation sometime after midnight Monday of this week.

She is the daughter of Mr. and Mrs. Jacob Mertes, well-known, long time residents of that

community. Burial will be in Calvary Cemetery, Mantador.

Rosary will be recited at the Mantador Church Friday evening at 8 PM. Friends may call

at the Mertes home Thursday evening and Friday.

The Wipperman Funeral Home of Hankinson is in charge of arrangements.

Rosemary Mertes was born Oct. 30th, 1942, at Breckenridge, MN. , daughter of Mr. and Mrs.

Jacob Mertes. She attended grade school at Mantador, enrolling last fall as a freshman at

Hankinson High School, which school she was attending at the time of her tragic death.

She is survived by her parents, twin brothers, Donald and Ronald, and another brother,

James, all in the Armed Forces, Mrs. Don Fugene of National City, CA. , Rita, Geraldine and

Patricia, at home.

" "It appears to be a clear case of premediated murder," said North Hatlie, Richland Cou-

nty States Attorney, late Wednesday when discussing the investigation of the death of Rose-

mary Mertes, 14 year old Hankinson High School freshman from Mantador, whose scantily clad

frozen body was found late Tuesday afternoon.

The discovery of the body climaxed a searched that started with Mantador Volunteers on

Tuesday morning when the girl failed to come home from her "foul judge" job at the Mantador

Bowling Alleys. At 1:30 PM. , the fire siren sounded in Hankinson calling for volunteers

from here to aid Mantador people in their search.

About 150 men responded to the call and under the supervision of Sheriff Lambert John-

son and Deputy Harold Bolstad started the search through fields at about 3 PM. The men who

found the body of Rosemary Mertes had been combing in an area farther removed from the main

body of the searchers. They were Anton Mersch, proprietor of the bowling alley in which

Rosemary had worked; John Pellman of Mantador and Helrauth Leske of nearby rural Mooreton.

Here is Pellman 's account of the finding of the body at a vacant farm yard, 3h miles

east of Mantador:

"I was helping to drop off men who were looking for the girl in the country. One of

the searchers told me to be sure and check abandoned schools." "So when I got back to town,

Tony (Mersch) and Helmuth (Leske) and I decided to drive out to an abandoned school east of

town." "When we didn't find anything we started to drive back, and we passed this farm yard,

The three men walked over to the body for verification and then one of the three stayed

at the farm while the other two drove back to town to get the Sheriff. The dead girl was

found lying on her back, arms outspread and her gray tweed coat spread over the partially

exposed body. She wore blue slacks and a sweater that had been disarranged. Rosemary still

had on her fur-fringed overshoes buttoned to the top as well as both her bright woolen mit-

tens. One of the mitts had been partially pulled off.

An autopsy was performed on Wednesday afternoon by County Coroner Dr. C. V. Bateman and.

he indicated death was due to strangulation by a bright plaid scarf wound tightly around

the girl's neck, and tied from the back. The autopsy could not be performed until Wednes-

day afternoon because of the frozen condition of the girl's body. Dr. Bateman also indicat-

ed the girl has been handled roughly because of bruises on the upper part of her body.

After the autopsy the coronor stated the Mertes girl had not been criminally assulted.

States Attorney Nortan Hatlie completed the preliminary investigation of the case late

Wednesday night. He said: "We have no specific or precise suspects, but we belive it was a

crime by a local person because of the nature of the crime and the abandoned grove in which

the body was found. The vacant farm buildings are quite a distance from the grove. We are

continuing the investigation and are questioning everyone who may be even remotely connected

with the case."

Rosemary's parents were not too concerned with her failure to return home because at

first it was thought she may have been staying with friends of schoolmates during the night.

But the next morning, after several phone calls failed to bring any trace of her, the alarm

was spread. The frantic parents clung to hope that Rosemary, who had the habit of walking

in her sleep, had just wandered away. The weather Monday night was relatively mild.

Car tracks, observed by the men who arrived first on the scene, were seen to come in

on the road to the east and led out of the yardway by another road to the south.

JUVENILE COURT JURISDICTION

Although various other media for dispensing news all through the country has carried

the name and pictures of the alleged confessed killer of Rosemary Mertes, North Dakota law

does not permit the name or identity to be published or otherwise divulged of a person who

is under the jurisdiction of the Juvenile Court.

Therefore, this newspaper is abiding by the statue in the story on this page. The

state, as published below, we hope, will clarify to our readers, why the accompanying story

is handled in this manner. _, tj ui • uThe Publishers

JUVENILE COURT JURISDICTION, Statue Applicable

Under the chapter of the 1943 Revised Code of the State of North Dakota title "Juvenile

Court" the following appears in 27-1631:

"Publication of Name of Child. No publication of the name of any child under the juris-

diction of this court shall be made by any newspaper except as contained in process of the

court and published by order of the court. Any violation of the provisions of this section

shall subject the news reporter and publisher of any newspaper so violating the same to be

cited for civil contempt and to be punished therefor."

Section 27-1607 of the Code in part (3) states: "Child means a person less than eight-

een years of age.^' + + + + + + + + + +

JUDGE to RULE in MERTES CASE

Decision as to court jurisdiction is expected today (Thursday) or Friday in the case

of a 17 year old Mantador youth, who signed a confession late Monday evening admitting the

strangling of Rosemary Mertes, also of Mantador. According to authorities a complaint char-

ging the youth with second degree aianslaughter, was signed Tuesday by States Attorney Norton

Hatlie.

Wallace Warner of Wahpeton, who has been retained as counsel for the defendant, object-

ed when the complaint was filed in Justice Court in Wahpeton, contending the Juvenile Court

had the original jurisdiction in the case. Decision on this question will await the return

of Judge Clifford Schneller from Forman, where he is trying a case.
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tv '".' Assistant States Attorney Pat Milloy appeared in Justice Court on behalf of the state

and Milloy' said the state will ask that the youth be tried under regular criminal proceedings,

^ In his statement ."'the boy told of waiting for Rosemary after both had worked in the Man-

tador Bowling Alley the night of Jan. 7th, and asked her to go for a ride with him. He said

she agreed and they drove to a point a mile and a half east of Mantador. It was there, he

told authorities, the strangling took place as he tried to kiss her against her will. He

said he put one hand behind the resisting girl's neck and one in front, and in some manner

twisted the scarf. When he could feel no pulse, he drove to the abandoned farm 24 miles east

of Mantador where he left the body. He then drove to his home and went to bed.

Tire tracks at the scene were the prime clues which Sheriff Lambert Johnson and his

deputies were able to nail down almost conclusive proof of the car used. The measurements

of the tread base and the fact one of the snow tires was reversed, pointed almost exclusively

to the car belonging to the youth's father and which had been used by the boy as he went to

the bowling alley on that fatal evening.

As the final evidence was checked and rechecked Monday at Mantador, the authorities

questioned the youth as soon as he returned from St. Francis Academy in Hankinson where he

was a senior in high school. After two and a half hours of questioning, the break came and

he was taken to the county jail in Wahpeton, where he signed a confession. He had been

questioned several times prior to his confession.

Funeral services for Rosemary Mertes of Mantador were conducted Saturday morning at the

St. Peter and Paul's Church in Mantador. Father Francis Smalley officiated at the last rites.

Father George Miller, pastor of the church, conducted the burial service.

_ Over 500 people attended the Requiem Mass.

MANTADOR YOUTH SENT TO BOYS' INSTITUTION

The 17 year old youth from Mantador, Harold Nepper, who almost two months ago admitted

the strangulation slaying of Rosemary Mertes, also of Mantador, entered a plea of guilty

when arraigned in district court in Wahpeton last Friday afternoon. Judge Clifford Sch-

neller presided. However, imposition of the sentence has been delayed. He was placed in a

institution for boys in Nebraska for five years. Nepper will not be allowed to return to

Richland County, Judge Schneller ruled Friday.

A Minneapolis newspaper described the institution as Boys Town, NE. In custody of an

official from Boys Town, Nepper left the Richland County jail Saturday morning from where

they went to Fargo and boarded a plane for the destination in Nebraska.

The action developed swiftly Friday after Judge Schneller waived juvenile jurisdiction
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in the case. Judge Schneller requested the co-operation of all officials not to release

any information regarding the case until after the boy had arrived at his destination.

Since he is a juvenile, this was to prevent the newsmen and others from interfering upon his

arrival as he assumed would happen. It is known that Judge Schneller was not satisfied with

the way the news was handled following the arrest of the youngster.

Nepper had been held in the county jail here since his apprehension pending a decision"

by Judge Schneller as to whether jurisdiction would remain in a juvenile court or be turned

over to district court. Since the youth was only 17 years old at the time of the crime,

the case was automatically in the hands of juvenile authorities.

Schneller, who is judge of both juvenile and district courts made his decision in the

case after consultation with States Attorney Norton Hatlie, Prosecuting Attorney, Wallace

Worner, counsel for the defendant and others. Here is the procedure that developed Friday:

Judge Schneller waived juvenile jurisdiction.

A preliminary hearing was held at 11 AM., at the Sheriff's Office with Justice of the

Peace, A. N. Amble presiding. The defense waived Preliminary Hearing and the defendant was

bound over to district court.

At 2 PM. , the defendant appeared in district court before Judge Schneller in the court-

house where he entered a plea of guilty to the charge of second degree murder.

Judge Schneller then entertained and granted a motion by the defense for the deferment

of the imposition of the sentence. The motion was based on Section 12-5313 of North Dakota

Revised Code.

The court adjourned after the youth was placed in custody of an official of the Nebraska

ins^titution with jurisdiction placed in the hands of the North Dakota Board of Paroles and

Pardons.

Both hearings vere held in closed sessions. Besides those already mentioned, the foll-

owing were present in district court: two representatives of the State Board of Paroles and

Pardons; the boy's parents, Mr. and Mrs. Herbert Nepper; Rev. Francis Smalley, Supt. of St.

Francis Academy at Hankinson; Mrs. Alfred Johnsgard, Richland County Juvenile commissioner;

Clerk of the Court John Peschel and Vincent Bald, court reporter, and the official from the

Nebraska institution.

Here is the law which permits the motion calling for the deferment of imposing the sent-

ence. Incidentally, this is the first time that this statute has been used in this judicial

district.

12-5313. Imposition of sentence suspended; when authorized; When a defendent has been

found guilty of a felony for the first time or when a defendant has been foimd guilty of a

misdemeanor, whether or not for the first time, the court upon application or its own motion

may, in its discretion, suspend the imposing of the sentence and may direct that such sus-

pension continue for a definite period of time, not exceeding five years, and upon such terms

and conditions as it may determine.

Judge Schneller directed that the suspension continue for a 5 year period providing the

conditions of the probation be fulfilled and that the boy not be allowed to come to Richland
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County during the period. J.

If the boy does not comply with the conditions of the probation, he can be brought

back and the sentence imposed, authorities explained. Second degree murder in North Dakota

is punishable by 10 to 30 years in the state penitentiary. . ;

However, if he complies with the conditions the court can dismiss the case and confine

the records. Section 12-53-8 of the N. D. Code permits this action.

A blast from a shotgun accidentally discharged, proved fatal to John Goerger, 17 year

old son of Mr. and Mrs. Ed Goerger of rural Barney, last Friday evening at a gathering at

the Conrad Vaplon home near Lidgerwood. The youth, who was a member of this year's grad-

uating class of the St. Francis Academy here last Wednesday evening, died at the St. Ger-

ard's Hospital in Hankinson about an hour after the accident happened at 11:25 PM.

The accident occurred at the Vaplon farm where friends had gathered for the announce-

ment of the engagement of Virginia Vaplon to the victim's brother, David.

Frank

Aloysius Gully, 17, Ralph Gareed, 19, and the victim had been on the porch of the home,

the sheriff said. The four had been discussing motorcycles in his bedroom. The four went

to the bedroom to read the articles.

The Gully boy, a brother of Mrs. Conrad Vaplon, asked if he could inspect several guns

which belonged to Conrad Vaplon and which were locked in a cabinet in Frank's bedroom, John-

son said.

FORMER LOCAL MECHANIC IS VICTIM OF EXPOSURE

A former Hankinson automobile mechanic. .. Ralph Wright, 2A, of Williston, ....was found

dead, apparently of exposure in the wilds near the Little Missouri River, southwest of Wat-

ford City, Tuesday.

Mr. Wright worked as a mechanic for the Hankinson Auto Co., here from June of 1956

to August of 1957 and resided in an apartment in the T. W. Robey home. He left here to

work in Minnesota and apparently left there a short time later and has since been employed

in Williston.

Missing since late Sunday, he apparently had frozen to death late Monday or early Tues-

day, McKenzie County officials said. Area ranchers had tracked Wright for about 10 miles

in some of the roughest terrain in North Dakota Monday and again Tuesday, before men in an

Air National Guard helicopter from Bismarck circled the immediate area and located the body.

Watford City is 25 miles south and 20 miles east of Williston in the northwestern part

of the state. McKenzie County Sheriff Joe Zitek, who directed the overall search, gave

credit to two ranchers, John Trotters and Odin Johnson, for leading the tracking party

through canyon gutted wilderness to within a quarer mile of where the body was located near

a bluff. Another searcher. Game Warden Robert Borden of Watford City, said, "It was prob-

ably the best job of tracking I have ever heard of." "Ironically," he said, "the body was

found only about one half mile from the ranch home of Duke Trotters."

Signs indicated Wright had tried to start a fire where he died. He had lost his rifle.

Stephen H. Richards of Fargo, a Game and Fish Dept. employee who aided in the search, des-

cribed the terrain "as extremely rough. There are canyons and breaks 300 to 500 feet high

and Wright had climbed over some. That used up a great deal of his strength."

Wright had been missing since becoming separated from two companions, Fred Basma and

William Bowen, both of Williston. The other two arrived at the John Trotters ranch, about

40 air miles southwest of Watforcf City about 11 PH., Sunday and asked for help in finding

Wright.

Several cars were taken to the area where he was last seen and lights were shined in

a large circle until about 3 AM. Wright leaves a wife and two children. He had been in

Williston about two years, employed by a motor parts firm.
